Because of extensive systematic and ecological research on the New 
World Bruchidae during the past two decades, most species names have 
been reassigned to different and in many cases new genera compared to the 
Leng checklist of 1920. There is, therefore, a need for a source listing the 
current placement of names in the family for North and Central America, 
and the West Indies. This checklist is a complete listing through 1980. 

More complete catalogs of the Bruchidae of America north of Mexico, 
and a more extensive New World catalog for this family are in preparation 
but will not be ready for publication for some time. 

The format of this checklist is essentially that used by Leng (1920), but 
species are in alphabetical order, and two-letter U.S. Postal Service style 
abbreviations are used.
